
Wellspring - Reflections 
 
The month of October and much of           
November has been a struggle for           
Wellspring, as we have been hamstrung by 
hurricanes and flooding in two countries  
coupled with a lack of  volunteers.  Both 
Haiti and Honduras experienced severe 
flooding with both countries declaring      
national state of emergency conditions,    
resulting in many roads and bridges being 
washed out and/or destroyed making travel 
virtually impossible for an extended period 
of time.   
 
Sitting and 
waiting is not 
something that 
I do well and 
the past month 
and a half has 
caused me to 
give in to   
frustration as I 
attempt to wait 
upon the Lord. 
However, it 
has given me 
some time to 
do some     
reflecting upon 
the nearly ten 
years of   
Wellspring’s 
existence.  
And perhaps 
that’s exactly 
what the Lord had in mind...giving us all an 
opportunity to reflect upon some of the 
things we’ve been able to accomplish for the 
Kingdom so we will realize the effect we’re 
having in the Kingdom.  Sometimes I think 
we allow the setbacks and frustrations to 
cloud our vision and we only see what we 
haven’t been able to do, and not all that we 
have done. 
 
Some things Wellspring does you may not be 
aware of, i.e. we support two missionaries in 
the Philippines and one in the Tampa Bay 
area. Whenever you send in a donation we 
tithe on all undesignated gifts and use it for 
special needs such as these three.  The two in 
the Philippines Joyce and I trained to drill 
over 10 years ago and they continue to this 
day, one on the island of Luzon and one on 

the island of Mindanao. The one in the 
Tampa Bay area is a missionary with     
Campus Crusade for Christ and works 
closely with the Univ. of South Florida.  We 
have also done work in the Gulf Coast area 
both as chaplains and as home rebuilders.  
So, your efforts help us to touch people     
literally all over the world.  
 
As Satan did his best to bog me down with 
the frustrations of not making any trips, the 
Lord began reminding me of all that we had 
accomplished for Him and His Kingdom 
over the years.  Wellspring has helped     
hundreds of you share the gospel of Jesus 
Christ with thousands of lost souls, untold 

numbers have felt 
the love of Jesus 
Christ through 
your labors on 
their behalf, and 
entire villages 
have been       
transformed.  Most 
of the time the 
landscape of a 
people changes as 
the geology of the 
earth does; slowly, 
inexorably with 
the erosion of 
wind and rain; but 
sometimes it 
comes suddenly as 
with a hurricane or 
earthquake.  Most 
times it comes in 
small growth steps 

as with Daniel, whom we met as a young 
teenager.  Over the years Daniel has grown in 
the Lord in so many ways and gained so 
much depth that he now preaches, teaches, 
oversees, disciples and has become the torch 
of the Lord for his people in Haiti!  It didn’t 
happen overnight, and he’s still growing, but 
it did happen, and it’s continuing to happen 
all over Haiti and Honduras...slowly and  
inexorably we are making a difference.  Then 
there are those rare occasions where change 
comes as if an earthquake struck a          
mountain...like the village of Rousseau.         
Rousseau was a village steeped in VooDoo 
with pagan crosses and VooDoo fetishes 
planted in the ground and hanging from trees 
all over the village.  One day the power of 
the Holy Spirit swept into Rousseau and the 
gave the people the courage to make a      
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decision for the Lord.  One Sunday in church they made a 
choice between the Lord our God and VooDoo, and in one 
glorious moment they marched out of church into the   
village and tore up every cross, tore down every fetish, 
dug up every VooDoo symbol and had a righteous       
bonfire! The Word says, “...we are to proclaim liberty to 
the captives…”  These captives had heard the Word and 
they responded!  They were freed! 
 
The question on the picture to the right seems unanswer-
able, but the answer is really quite simple...William, sweet 
William, was born to self-indulgent parents who viewed 
him as a liability and cast him off; filled with evil they 
cared only for themselves and thus sweet William was left 
to waste away.  He died just a few weeks ago. For William 
we were too late.  The other child is Evan and although the 
same age as William you can see the marked difference in 
their physical health; what you maybe cannot see is the 
marked difference in their spiritual health!  Evan is being 
raised by parents filled with Jesus and who fill him with 
Jesus...Psalm 37:25 says, “I have been young and now 
am old, yet I have not seen the righteous forsaken, nor 
his children begging for bread.”  There are so many 
other “Williams” out there, needing the ‘Strong Tower’ of 
our Lord.   
 
On our most recent trip to Honduras Wellspring visited an 
orphanage (William’s orphanage) that touched our souls.  
Joyce is actively amassing a small army to adopt this    
orphanage and its’ children, so they don’t have any more 
‘Williams’.  Families from California to Michigan, to   
Virginia to Tennessee, to Florida, all over this country are 
coming together to make a difference.  What joy it is to be 
allowed to be a part of the ‘difference’!   
 
Over the years we’ve put in 100 plus wells, all dedicated 
to Jesus, that will bring health and strength to many    
thousands, but will also for generation after generation 
bring the hope and love of Jesus with each drop of water 
that’s swallowed!  We’ve built churches, conducted     
revivals, youth conferences, pastor conferences, delivered 
hundreds of sermons, shared hundreds of testimonies, led 
medical teams, held VBS’, and given hundreds of you the 
opportunity to share a week or two with God, doing His 
work away from the demands of the secular world.  How 
many have we touched? Who knows? But there are so 
many more who need to hear the good news, who need to 
feel a loving touch, who need to believe there is a hope 
greater than themselves...and we, you and I,  can 
deliver that to them!   
 
Reflecting on what the Lord’s allowed us to do only 
strengthens our resolve to “...fight the good fight...”, to 
“...run the race to win it…”, “...to put our hands to the 
plow and not look back…”, “...to let our light shine 

before men so they can see our good deeds and give 
praise to our Father in heaven…”   We are a team, 
you and Wellspring, and together we can and we will 
make a difference for the Kingdom!   

10:15 says, “...but having hope, that as your 
faith is increased, we shall be greatly enlarged by 
you in our sphere to preach the gospel in the regions
